heroes” — — Zheng Zhen, Mo Youzhi and Li Shuchang. The letter content involves the exchange of

writing , the discussion of learning, the commentary on characters, the Miao chaos in Guizhou, etc. Zheng

Zhen mentioned in his letter that in 1859 Shuo Wen Yi Zi was sent to Wang Baixin for comment. In Mo

Youzhis letter,he described the pity that he and Wang Baixin had no opportunity to meet each other. In Li

Shuchang’s letter, he recalled meeting with Wang Baixin in Jingzhou. The letters reflect Wang Baixin’s

deep friendship with the “Three Beach Heroes”. They are the proof that the four people are mutual friends

and teachers and they overcome their mistakes by learning from each other. They are of great reference val-

ue to the study of their lives,friendships,writings,academic thoughts and the current situation of the late

Qing Dynasty.
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
